National Science Center Announces Restructuring to Achieve National Mission
Augusta, GA & Washington, D.C., August 28, 2009 – The National Science Center (NSC) today announced plans for restructuring, following an evaluation of the organization’s mission and business model. The NSC’s mission is to increase the math and science proficiency of our nation’s students.  Its Board has determined that the best way to achieve the mission is to devote the organization’s resources to the development of educational programming, act as the national clearinghouse for educational programming and best practices, and deliver educational products and services nationally using technology and other delivery channels provided through our partnerships.  Most of the organization’s resources under the previous business model had been focused on operating its science museum, Fort Discovery. 
“The restructuring provides an opportunity to appropriately allocate resources to be successful in the national mission,” says NSC, Inc. President and Chief Executive Officer, Rob Dennis.  He added, “We aim to change the current business model which has not worked for the national mission, to date, through a series of strategic initiatives.”
Initially, Fort Discovery operations will be reduced to a three day schedule.  The partnership will continue to occupy its headquarters at Fort Discovery, although it is anticipated that this asset will be monetized in the future to further the mission.  However, the public/private partnership states it is committed to maintaining its headquarters in Augusta, GA and offices in Washington, D.C.  The partnership expects to eventually locate and capitalize at the original location, an 88 acre tract adjacent to Fort Gordon.  Additionally, the NSC is currently exploring options which could create and develop portions of that property into a research and technology park.
The National Science Center was established by an Act of Congress (Public Law 99-145) through bi-partisan legislation led by Senator Sam Nunn to improve the quality of mathematics and science education throughout the country.  The NSC is a unique formal partnership between a Georgia 501(C)(3) non-profit and the U.S. Army, led by a civilian President and CEO selected by a joint board of directors.
